Progress on Data Input

Over 1200 records have now been keyed in and only 5 adult records remain to be entered.  There are 97 children’s records to be input.

Extending the group

Since the last meeting CT had sent out an e-mail to all those who had indicated that they might want to get involved with work in the community.  A list of those who had given contact details was circulated.  There had been 4 responses to CT’s e-mail.  There was some debate as to whether we should involve more people at this stage or whether it would be better to bring people in once the plan was emerging and it had become clearer what further work was likely to be needed.  It was decided that we should leave it to those individuals who had contacted CT.  He would circulate minutes from this, and future meetings, to them and they could decide at what stage they joined in.

Finances

The current balance of funds is £6,898.75.  In addition to the costs of printing the plan there were still other costs to be met.  There would be around £1,600 to meet these costs and this was felt to be adequate.

The budget for printing had been set at 2000 copies of a 48-page document.  This would give plenty of spare copies for circulating to libraries, councils and any other interested parties.  RN said that NYCC would only want an electronic copy.

Directory of useful numbers – This was an extra section that had not been formally identified at the last meeting.  It was suggested that it would contain contact details for council services, contact details for activities for young people in the area and also details of all other groups within Glusburn and Cross Hills.  To try and make this as comprehensive as possible PR offered to contact the Craven Herald to insert a notice asking for details of all local groups.  This would also be advertised on village notice boards.

Target dates

The inputting for the adult data would be completed on 11/09/09 and the input for the children’s data would follow shortly.

A discussion was held as to when the final plan would be ready for circulation.  Whilst it would be nice to complete this before the end of the year this was seen as unrealistic.  In effect, to complete this year would mean being ready to deliver the plan to homes before the end of November because nobody would read it in the run up to Christmas.  A more realistic target would be early in the new year.

It was acknowledged that there is still much work to do.  A suggestion for a method of working was to discuss one topic, previously drafted, at each meeting with a view to any amendments being signed off at the beginning of the following meeting.   It was agreed to try this as a method and to this end CT agreed to draft the first section and circulate prior to the next meeting where it would be fully debated.

2. PR had brought in the shortlisted entries for the children’s photo competition.  The winning entries were selected with a hope that some of the other excellent photos may be used in the final document.
