Progress on Data Input

This is progressing well and over 900 adult questionnaire results have now been inputted.  Well done to those who have been inputting and broken the back of this job.  All adult questionnaire results should be completed within the next week or so.

Paid data input

Because the input is progressing so well it was agreed that no further paid inputters would be sought.

Creating the plan – jobs

The majority of the meeting was spent on this important agenda item.  

CT circulated a ‘dummy’ plan to be used as a discussion document.  He emphasised that the pictures used in this were only for illustration purposes. 

Following some discussion it was agreed that the final document should be the best that could be afforded and should be in full colour as long as that was within budget.  ND confirmed on his arrival that the printing quotes we are working to are for full colour and a 48 page document.

The preference of the meeting was for a ‘portrait’ presentation rather than the ‘landscape’ style used in the ‘dummy’

CT offered to write the text of the plan and carry out the analysis using GB as a critical reader.  All agreed to this.
