Action points from meeting on 1st October

· PW had spoken to the Craven Herald and a short piece had appeared on Thursday 8th October.  PW had only had one phonecall about contact details for local group -  the Manorlands Support Group
· SL had not yet shredded the prize draw entries.  She will do this once the last prize winner has been notified. [He is currently on holiday]
Finance

No change in the financial position except for the cost of prizes for the prize draw

Review of large group v small group working

CT had received a mixed response to his e-mail suggesting that small groups take each section and brainstorm it.  No firm decision was taken on this but CT suggested that if people were interested in a particular topic they got together with others.  Any suggestions should be e-mailed to CT.  People were concerned about the time that the process would take to achieve a plan.

Process

This was reviewed.  The two strands of debate were:-

1. The detail that should go into the plan.  The 2 extremes were, at one end, that the plan should just summarise the findings of the survey and, at the other extreme, all solutions should be identified and included in the plan.  Striking the right approach would be a continual challenge in drawing up the Action Plan

2. Consultation with partners.  This was again a major point of debate.  The consensus was that after the action points had been identified and agreed then the draft plan should be sent to ‘partners’ with a week to comment.  If the partners identified any essential amendments then the final amended draft would be re-circulated to them prior to publication.

Brainstorm action plan – traffic, road safety, pedestrians and cyclists

Most of the actions identified at the last meeting were not things that local people could implement.  Lobbying for change with the Area Committee would be the extent of the action taken.  GB offered to speak to Philip Barrett about a group from the Steering Committee attending the Area Committee to find out the status of the suggestions made.

Action GB

CT talked about direct action that had been undertaken by other communities to speed up the change process and suggested that we should try and think of actions that local people could carry out.
