Matters arising
All actions from the previous minutes had been carried out which had enabled a revised version of the plan [version 10] to be circulated prior to the meeting.

Review of Plan

CT had included a list of changes at the front of version 10 and each revised item was examined at the meeting.

History section – This had changed considerably since the original version.  Any comments/amendments to be e-mailed to CT by this weekend

It was also thought that because this is a long section of text some photographs were needed to break the section up.  A further discussion about photographs in general within the document resulted in PW and PH agreeing to select photographs.  PR also has some photographs that could be used. Section 2.2 – It was agreed that the quotations from members of the public enhanced this section.

Section 4.3 – Action Plan Groups

The introductory part of this section was agreed with minor amendments.  A prolonged discussion took place about the table detailing potential groups to work on moving the plan forward.  After this discussion views were still divided but the majority were in favour of keeping this section with only minor amendments.  It was noted that there is a danger in giving too much direction/structure to any succeeding groups as part of the Parish Plan.

Section 4.4 – Action Plan Items

It was suggested that this needed an introductory paragraph informing readers how these items had been identified.
Section 6 and Section 7 of the original plan

These had both been removed in this version.  Section 6 [Activities for Young People] because this could be seen as an actual action carried out rather than part of the plan.  This might also be a quick win for any succeeding group involved with young people.
Sections 7 [powers and duties of parish and community councils] it had been agreed at the last meeting that this should be removed.
CT agreed to make the agreed amendments to the Plan prior to the next meeting.  He said that paper copies would be available for collection from the Post Office from Tuesday 24th November.  It was suggested that the next meeting would be more of a debate on the photographs to be included as this meeting had concentrated on the text of the document and broadly reached agreement.

A discussion was held about the overall look of the Plan.  A suggestion was made that a graphic designer should be employed to plan the final layout.  ND said that both printers, who had given quotes, had access to graphic design skills and perhaps we should approach them to do this as part of the printing process.  A discussion needs to be held with SL to assess whether there would be sufficient funds available to employ a graphic designer.
