Process

CT opened the meeting by talking about the exchange of e-mails that had occurred since the last meeting.  ND was concerned that in drawing up the action plan we were trying to solve all the issues identified by the questionnaire.   CT had sought guidance from Amanda Kent, Community Involvement Officer at Rural Yorkshire who had offered the following advice:-

· The plan should not be a wish list

· Do get a view from partners as to what is actually in the pipeline and include this

· The plan should contain some actions that can be controlled by the community; without these the plan will be weak

· Ideas for implementation should be the responsibility of succeeding groups and it may be that the plan could include terms of reference for these groups

CT thought that unless some agreement could be reached on the way forward then there was a danger that the whole process could fall apart

RN was concerned about things too.  He was concerned that the previous meeting had been moved to a day when the Parish Council met; he was concerned about some of the suggestions put forward for the action plan and he was concerned about the document on Parish Council responsibilities that had been discussed at the meeting on 1st October.  He felt that he would be unable to endorse the finished Parish Plan if this latter document was included.

A long discussion followed about what use would be made of this latter document and the one presented by RN at an earlier meeting.  The decision of the meeting was that both these documents would be used to inform the writing of the plan to enable us to identify partners/ those with responsibility in various areas and would not be included in the final document.

Further actions

After a further discussion it was decided that information needed to be obtained from local representatives about what is in the pipeline.  These representatives needed to be provided with the analysed responses in order that they can research the areas of concern to the people of the parish and then asked to feed back to the Steering Committee. Chris Tomes – talk to Graham Beck, District Councillor



Jason Perkins – talk to his sergeant and inspector about this.

CT agreed to work towards producing a second draft prior to the next meeting.  PH and PW agreed to re-work the village history sections to include more information about local industry and transport.
