Steering committee

Meeting Thursday 26th November 2009 – Glusburn Institute

Changes to the text agreed at the last meeting had been incorporated and the draft plan [version 11] had been circulated electronically prior to the meeting.  The text is now in its final form.

This meeting was to consider actions that still needed to be carried out.  CT circulated a document to assist this process.

Report Content

Photos – Some discussion was held about the available photographs.  Some of the historic ones are very good and it would be nice to take modern shots of exactly the same place.  CT will do this if we have any fine weather.

Draft copy – Because CDC and NYCC will only be interested in the content of the plan rather than its presentation copies of the draft can now be sent to them for comment giving a deadline for them to make any representations.  CT agreed to talk to RN about sending these off.

Induction offer to volunteers - There was a discussion as to when to involve volunteers, who had given their details on the questionnaire.  It was agreed that they should be invited to the next meeting of the group, as we are now in the phase of completing and publishing the plan.  CT will send out invitations

Report Production

Designer treatment – This was discussed further and MG put forward names of 2 graphic designers based in the village who CT agreed to contact to discuss costs of a professional design.  Since the meeting PH has circulated details of KJ Print being able to carry out this aspect of the report as part of the printing process.

Letter to insert with delivered plan – This would need to include details of the public meeting with some form of RSVP process.  MG agreed to draft a letter.  After discussion it was agreed that the target for the public meeting should be late February or early March.

Report distribution

Delivery – As the delivery of questionnaires had worked so well it was agreed that the report would be delivered in the same manner and PB would be asked to produce the ‘zone’ plans again.  SL agreed to talk to him about this when he next came into the Post Office.

Extra copies – CDC, NYCC and David Mullins of Steeton were identified at the meeting.  There was a discussion as to whether other organisations, such as the churches, should be sent separate copies but it was argued that many other organisations and businesses may also need to be included. 

Public Meeting

Venue – A discussion was held as to where this should be held.  GB said that it would be quite difficult to hold a meeting at the Institute because of the regular use of both halls on weekday evenings.  After some discussion it was agreed that only one meeting should be held and GB agreed to look into the availability and costs of hiring either St Peter’s or South Craven School.

Organisation – Preparing the presentation, organising props and equipment, planning seating.

Agenda/Objectives – There was a discussion on this and the draft plan includes a presentation of the process and the plan, the film show, presentation of prizes to the photographic competition winners, some sub-group working facilitated by members of the steering committee, ensuring that if people had more than one interest that there was some way of capturing their details in a group that they did not participate in.  The meeting would finish with a session where all got back together again.  This needs to be worked on at future meetings.

After the public meeting

The sub groups will be crucial to ensuring there is some follow on and involvement by the community.  We need to assist by giving information on booking rooms for meetings and identifying leaders to take issues forward.  GB suggested that an application should be made for a Community Grant from CDC to provide some funding for assisting the action groups.  She agreed to investigate this.
